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others were charged with the violation of the
law of Palestine hecause they were preaching
the gospel, and when brought before the court
they replied: “We ought to ohey God rather than
men; we can speak only the things which we
have been commanded by the Lord to speak.’

Jehoval’s witnesses are now going from house
to house preaching the gospel, and many of these
have been arrested and put into prison for so
doing. Later they have been turned loose and
told to leave town and quit preaching. Jehovah’s
witnesses, like the Lord Jesus and his apostles,
have no desire to be disrespectful to worldly
governors or to courts, but, like their predeces-
sors, they now say, “‘We must obey God rather
than man, and we will obey God when the laws
of the land are contrary to his” These must be
obedient to every rule of Jehovalh’s organiza-
tion; and if the law of some town or community
is contrary to God’s law, these faithful witnesses
of Jehovah will obey God’s law and take the
consequences ; but for whatever punishment is
inflicted upon them by worldly rulers, such world-
ly rulers must bear the responsibility before
God, and he will recompense them according to
his will. No earthly governmental authority or
power could properly grant a permit to preach
the gospel of God’s kingdom, because that would
make the preaching of the kingdom subject to
the will of men. For this reason no permits are
asked for preaching the gospel. No worldly

government or authority could rightfully pro-
hibit the preaching of the gospel of God’s king-
dom; and since they could not rightfully pro-
Libit it, they could not rightfully grant a permit
to do it. To disobey a town ordinance by going
from house to house and preaching the gospel
may cause some of Jehovah’s witnesses to lan-
guish in jail, but that is far better for them
than to disobey God’s commandments and to
die eternally. Those who love God are now
bringing to you the message of his kingdom he-
cause they delight to obey Jehovah’s command-
ments and because this message of truth is for
your good. You must have an opportunity to
learn the truth of God’s Word; therefore be
reasonable and be courageous, receive the truth
and pass it on to others, that they also may be
given an opportunity to learn of and he blessed
by the Most High.

happiness. Jehovah God has marked out a plain
and clear way for man to journey to that desired
point, and that way the Secriptures call the
‘King’s Highway’. Jehovah God is the King
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Fiternal, and all good things proceed from him,
The great highway is his way that leads the
peoples to the point of everlasting blessing. The
time has now come when Jehovah has placed
his beloved Son Jesus in authority to rule, and
Jesus will lead the people over the Kings High-
way back to life. Satan the enemy alienated the
people from Jehovah God. The beloved Son of
God, Christ Jesus, takes the lead over the
King’s Highway, and all who believe in him and
follow in the way that he leads will find life,
In harmony with this it is written, at Aects
4:10-12: ‘“There is no other name under heaven
given among men, whereby we must be saved;
there is salvation by no other means. Christ
Jesus is the Savior of the world.” Long ago Je-
hovah caused his prophet Isaiah to write con-
cerning that great highway or high road, at
chapter thirty-five, these words, according to
the Rotherham translation: “And there shall be
there a raised way, even a high road [or high-
way], and the Highroad of Holiness shall it be
called, there shall not pass over it one who is
unclean; but He Himself [Christ Jesus] shall
be one of them travelling the road, and the
perverse shall not stray [thereinto]. There shall
be there no lion, nor shall ravenous beast go up
thereon, it shall not be found there, thus shall
travel the redeemed.”

Zion is the name of Jehovah’s universal or-
ganization. The King’s Highway leads to Zion.
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The true and faithful followers of Christ Jesus
are the next ones in order that enter upon the
highway. This they do when Christ Jesus ap-
pears at the temple of Jehovah and gathers un-
to himself those whom he then finds faithful.
These faithful ones being brought into and made
a part of Jehoval’s great organization must
immediately become Jehovah’s witnesses and
must thereafter continue to faithfully declare
the name and the kingdom of God in order that
others may know the way to life. The faithful
witnesses of Jehovah aré therefore the ones who
are bearing the vessels of the Lord, and these
are commanded to hold themselves separate and
apart from Satan’s organization because it is
unclean and anti-God, and these faithful ones
must continue to represent Jehovah’s organiza-
tion, which organization is pure and holy. Con-
cerning these witnesses of Jehovah he says, at
Isaiah 52:10,11: “The Lord hath made bare his
holy arm in the eyes of all the nations; and all
the ends of the earth ghall see the salvation of
our God.

They could not enter
upon the highway until that time. Jehovah by
his prophet pictures these faithful ones waiting
at the entrance of the King's highway that leads
them into Zion, which is Jehovah’s organization,
and he puts these words in their mouth and they
ery out, as recorded in Psalm 118: “Open to me
the gates of righteousness: I will go into them,
and I will praise [Jehovah].” Jehovah’s wit-
nesses constitute a part of the faithful servant;
and these can maintain their integrity toward
God only by obeying his commandments, and to
do so they must direct the peoples of the earth
to the highway of the great King. One of Je-
hovah’s commandments is that appearing in the
divine record at Isaiah 62:10: “Go through, go
through the gates; prepare ye the way of the
people; cast up, cast up the highway; gather
out the stones; lift up a standard for the people.”

Jehovah's witnesses have no fight with any
man. They only desire to do good to mankind
as God has directed. Mankind has been blinded
by the influence of Satan the enemy. Satan has
builded a mighty organization that is completely
opposed to righteousness. The duty and obliga-
tion is laid upon Jehovah’s witnesses to call the
